Proposed North of Whiteley MDA

Thank you for your letter of the 21%' November 2010. | apologise for the delay in replying.

As you noted in your introduction, the City Council is currently consulting people on the
future of their communities and how we can reflect local priorities in the new Local
Development Framework (LDF).

The preparation of the LDF is not isolated from other strategic decisions that the Council
has to takein relation to economic development, the provision of sufficient housing and so
on. In particular, the Council has recently reaffirmed its participation in the Partnership for
Urban South Hampshire (PUSH) and its long term economic goals. This accounts for the
position the Council has taken in relation to the proposed major development areas (MDAs)
at Whiteley and West of Waterlooville.

Over the next 18 months the City Council will draft a new LDF using the outcome of the
‘Blueprint’ process and long term development principles as a guide, and will consult widely
on the proposals within the LDF. This will provide you with an opportunity to raise your
concerns regarding the MDA and to seek to change the Council’s view on the allocation. If
the Council continues to propose an outcome you do not agree with you will have the
opportunity to make further representations to an independent inspector. The points you
have raised in your letter are very important and will be amongst those that must be
weighed in the balance.

What cannot be agreed at this stage is your argument that the MDA should not even be
considered because the proposed site of the MDA is unsuitable or does not have the correct
designation. The very purpose of LDF is to consider the use of land in the future and the
arguments for and against a change in the designation from one use to another. Itis
through this process that the merits of your views will be weighed against others. There is
nothing unreasonable in this since this - it is how the planning system works.
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
